T intros the idea of Orlando and elicits that Disney World is there. T intros the idea of game and T talks to Ss about Disney land and then Ss say their color names and T gives soccer balls. 
T puts the task on the WB. Ss will play a guessing game. T gives a brief description of some of the TL that Ss could use. The Ss will have to present the picture to the Ss and then have the other groups guess the person. 
T has the Ss come to the front and describe their pictures. Ss try to guess based on the description. 
T has the Ss count their soccer balls and the winner gets the prize.

?? Technically there should be no support language for Ss when doing tasks. ?? For example, Ss could write the facts on the pictures back, then they can put the descriptions on the wall and Ss could read the groups lists and see if they can guess the character. Groups get a point for every character that the Ss can guess.

	Class is arranged into several groups of 4 or 5. T has prepared PPT and it is projected on the TV. T greets the S and Ss greet T and T asks the Ss are they planning on going to the movies and one Ss says yes I have a hot date. T then shows pictures and elicits genres about the movies. And then asks who stars in the movie. Ss struggle a bit with the what T wanted. 
Ss make a movie riddle T puts the task on the PPT and T reads the task directions. T CCQs what don’t you say? Ss say movie title.  Can you stop the members? Ss say no
Ss are working quietly and T is observing.  Ss should be talking. A major feature of TBL is S-S interaction. There is no interaction. 
T gives Ss 2 more min after bell rings.
T know has the Ss saying their riddles to their groups and Ss try to guess the riddles. 
T tries to get Ss attn and asks the Ss to choose the best riddle to present to group. 

	( Good classroom arrangement. This will promote pair work and promote kinesthetic activities. 
( Checking Ss prior knowledge, but how could you have validated what Ss said?? Also how could you have accepted what s said more readily. Sometimes Ss said a perfectly OK answer such as middlearth but you ignored it.  
( Good job clarifying the directions and CCQing them. 
Based on TBL Ss should work together to come up with their riddle and there should be no support language. This provides to much support language, It is a controlled practice type activity and therefore does not qualify as TBL
( Monitoring is important.

( Ss are interacting, but still in a very controlled way?/ How could you have made this more of TBL lesson.
