They know present continuous tense and many action verbs such as running, cooking, sleeping, etc…The know there is….there are.. and count and non-count nouns.

Some of the theme specific words will be new to Ss, such as set up and take down. Phrasal verbs in general are troublesome for my learners.

I will use pictures and gestures to provide a rich context of meaning so Ss understand the concepts and I will give them many opportunities to encounter the target language through the listening activities.

Lesson 2: Focused Output

1. I will review vocabulary with pictures, 2. I will introduce the TL language by having the Ss listen to a short dialog between two people planning a trip and the Ss will answer Qs about that dialog, 3. I will have the Ss do a multi-slot substitution drill to practice talking about cause and effects, 4. Ss will play the going camping board game to prepare them for the information gap

Lesson 3: Task-based Learning

 By the end of the lesson, SWBAT:
plan a camping trip using  all necessary vocabulary (such as tent, sleeping bag, backpack, camera, swimsuit, etc…) and appropriate grammar such as (‘be going to…” and we need…) by describing what they will do and what they will bring using a poster presentation.
3.  When/How in the lesson will I check students’ progress toward the above Learning Objectives? What behaviors/activities will show me whether they have mastered the material? 
Ss will discuss past experience of going camping as a pre-cycle task

Ss will do a cloze activity to check prior knowledge of key vocabulary
Ss will be given a tourist brochures to a nearby campground. Ss will discuss what there is to do in the area around the campground. Ss will have a calendar that they will use to help them plan their trip, Ss will be given pictures of various item available to them for the trip, but they have a weight limit (that is of the 50 items) Ss can only choose to take 20 and they need to be able to say why they chose the items that they did.
